
Instructions for applications for assistance with travel and daily subsistence 

allowance for delegates from developing countries in respect to meetings with 

the Commission on the Limits of the Continental Shelf or its subcommissions 

According to the terms of reference of the voluntary Trust Fund for the purpose of facilitating the preparation of 

submissions to the Commission on the Limits of the Continental Shelf for developing States, in particular the least 

developed countries and small island developing States, and in compliance with article 76 of the United Nations 

Convention on the Law of the Sea, as amended by paragraph 37 and the Annex to General Assembly resolution 

70/235, financial assistance from the Trust Fund is available for: 

“Air travel and daily subsistence allowance for up to three members of a delegation when the 

Commission or relevant subcommission has invited that delegation to attend its meeting or session, 

except in cases where a joint submission of three or more States is being considered, for which a 

maximum of six members total of such a joint delegation may receive assistance.” 

The Permanent Mission of any Government wishing to apply for the above-mentioned financial assistance, should 

submit an application to the Division for Ocean Affairs and the Law of the Sea (the Division) no later than 30 days 

prior to the first day of meeting
