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 (b) Took note of the desire of the United Kingdom to continue with the trilateral Forum for Dialogue on 

Gibraltar; 

 (c) Took note of the position of Spain that the Forum does not exist any longer and should be replaced with 

a new mechanism for local cooperation in the interest of social well-being and regional economic development, in 

which the people of the Campo de Gibraltar and Gibraltar were represented; 

 (d) Took note of efforts made by both parties to resolve current problems and to engage in a flexible and 

responsive form of dialogue between all relevant and appropriate parties, on an informal ad hoc basis, in order to 

find common solutions and make progress on issues of mutual benefit.
