The threat of terrorism has been evolving and spreading globally. The
Global Counter Terrorism Strategy Review resolution this June, as well as
the UN Security Council Resolution 2396 in December 2017, highlighted the
importance of addressing the threat of FTFs (Foreign Terrorist Fighters),
including returning and relocating FTFs. Japan has been implementing
UNSCR 2396 and effectively using APl (Advance Passenger Information)
and PNR (Passenger Name Records) data to detect and discover FTFs and its
