Namibia has over the yearsenacted a plethora of national instruments in order
to comply with its obligations under the conventions it is a party to as well as
the UN Security Council Resolutions relating to the proliferation of terrorism
activities and financing thereof. The Prevention and Combating of Terrorist
and Proliferation Activities Act of Namibia which was passed in 2014 is one
such instrument.

In 2004, Namibia enacted the Prevention of the Organized Crime Act which
is used to fight Terrorism and Terrorist Funding activities, particularly for
seizure and confiscating suspected or actual proceeds of crime. Through
International Cooperation in the Criminal Matters Act, Act 9 of 2000, Namibia
also collaborates with other countries in the investigation and collection of
evidence outside the Namibian Borders.
