The outcome of the Commission regarding procedural rules sufficiently takes into
account the rights of the State of the officials and it may contribute to clarify procedural
aspects on the immunity rules.

It is unclear, however, if the Commission thoroughly analyzed State practices when it
drafted articles which stipulate the obligation of the forum State.
