324.30 pm Panel 1: Peaceful Resolution of Disputes 2 Reflections on
Prospects and Challenges

Among the purposes of the United Nations is to bring about the settlement
of international disputes in conformity with the principles of justice and
international law. As the principal judicial organ of the United Nations, the
International Court of Justice plays a central role for the peaceful resolution
of disputes, involving an ever-increasing range of areas. The expanding
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
