Survey Outcomes: 
 
Out of the 61 total respondents, 48 attended the webinar and 13 did not. 

 

Of the respondents that did attend the 

webinar (48), 77% said that they were very 

or extremely satisfied by the webinar.  

 

Of the respondents that did not attend the 

webinar (13), the most common occurring 

reason for their absence was due to issues 

related to establishing internet connection 

during the time of the event. 

Almost all attendees (over 93%) were satisfied with each of these event aspects: date and time, 

speakers, interventionists, overall management of the call, chat interaction and sound and 

video quality.
