Pursuant to General Assembly resolution 76/307 of 8 September 2022, Member States 

and members of United Nations specialized agencies are encouraged to be represented at the 

level of Head of State or Government, or at the highest possible level to the Summit of the 

Future. Entities having received a standing invitation to participate as observers in the work 

of the General Assembly, the United Nations system, including the funds, programmes, 

specialized agencies and regional commissions, as well as the Bretton Woods institutions, and 

representatives of non-governmental organizations that are in consultative status with the 

Economic and Social Council are also invited to participate in the Summit. The General 

Assembly through decision 78/556 of 10 July 2024 also approved a list of non-governmental 

organizations, civil society organizations, academic institutions and the private sector to 

participate in the Summit.
