As the recent report by the UN Office on Drugs and Crimes confirms, trafficking in women
for sexual exploitation is the most prevalent form of human trafficking. The Palermo Protocol
calls upon governments to prevent such exploitation and limit the demand that fuels the
market The Nordic countries of Sweden, Norway and Iceland have taken such steps by
criminalizing the purchase of sexh& legislation in these countries penalizes the customers,
while women in prostitution are regarded as victims. We applaud these efforts and call upon
all Member States to adopt similar measures. By doing so, your government would send a
loud and clear message to criminal networks that your country is not open to business for

them.
